John Loughlin and Ron Snow — developed a postcard for reaching out to residents
and other locals, to assist with outreach efforts and education of the general public.
DPW to assist with printing. Task Force has approved the layout of the informational
postcard. Need to know how many to print per task force member.

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b) Diana Shu —25 mph signs installed and permanent radar feedback

Status — 25 mph signs have been installed. The permanent radar feedback signs are
pending approval to install on street lamp posts and waiting on electricians to schedule
the work.

Cheryl, Jen, Molly, and Hillary made a presentation on pedestrian safety. The
attached presentation identified several locations where pedestrian improvements
could be added. It also included a list of potential long and short term
improvements.

a) Las Lomitas School buses make stops along the Alameda de las Pulgas. The
sidewalks should be widened to allow adequate drop off areas, and future
discussions on bulb outs should consider the turning radii of the buses.

b) Add crosswalks were people cross, install ADA compliant sidewalks, remove
right turn from SB Santa Cruz to NB Alameda de las Pulgas; add lighted
crosswalks where possible
