structures to provide affordable housing, permanent supportive housing, or transitional housing
* Target population: Extremely Low- and Very Low-Income households/persons with special needs.

Note: At least 50% of the Housing Development allocation will be targeted to projects providing permanent
supportive housing units for special needs populations.

Rehabilitation of rent-restricted, existing multi-family affordable housing.
Housing repair and modification programs

* Programs operated by nonprofit agencies that provide cost-effective improvements focusing on health & safety,
housing quality standards, and/or access modifications.
