The Belmont Trailer Park is no longer flooded, and as of today, the red tag concerns have been addressed
by park management. The red tag on the park has been cleared and your Park Manager has been notified.

Your hotel check out day remains as Saturday, January 7, 2023 by the designated hotel check out time.
Everyone from the park currently at the Vagabond Inn, Comfort Inn SSF, and Hilton Garden Inn will need
to check out on Saturday.

If your unit has experienced damages, you can contact the American Red Cross at 1 (866) 272-2237 to
request support from a case worker to help with disaster recovery. The Red Cross will then contact you
and assess damage to determine eligibility.
