| am pleased to submit our 1986 Annual Crop Report for San Mateo County. The
efforts of our agricultural industry are given as acreages, yields and gross values
of commodities produced.

Nursery products continue to lead in production values countywide. Field grown,
potted Christmas trees (Pinus pinea, ltalian Stone Pine) have shown a dramatic
increase in production in recent years. Choose and cut Christmas trees have also
continued to do well. Field grown floral and nursery crops such as heather, iris, and
daisies have also increased in production values.

Production values of San Mateo County's leading vegetable crops - artichokes,
brussels sprouts, and mushrooms, increased in 1986. Peas and beans also increased
in gross value due to increases in wholesale prices.

Livestock in San Mateo County remains a viable industry. Cattle and calves, as well
as sheep and lambs, have increased in number in recent years.

While agriculture in general has been plagued with problems such as foreign import
pressure, farm subsidy cutbacks, and pesticide

San Mateo County agriculture continues to be a viable mdus(ry. Production values
of San Mateo County agricultural commodities have continued to increase in recent
years. Specialty crops and changing cropping patterns have kept San Mateo County
in line with the ever-changing market; in some cases, innovative growers have even
created new markets for their products. By maximizing use of productive land, our
talented growers have proven that agriculture can continue to flourish in San Mateo
County, despite ever-increasing adversities.
